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FDF funded De-Risking the Seeding System

Following on from our project in 2024 which aimed to help growers make
informed decisions on the strategies they can employ when early / dry sowing
that will maximise seed germination and financial and environmental resilience. In
2025, four farmer-focused demonstration trials are underway across the Upper
North as part of the De-Risking Project. These projects aim to improve the safety,
efficacy, and adaptability of pre-emergent herbicide strategies in local conditions.

Eastern Site – Booleroo Region
At Booleroo, a large-scale demonstration was sown on 2 May, with a growing
season rainfall (GSR) of 10.5 mm (UNFS Weather Station, Booleroo). This demo is
assessing multiple common pre-emergent herbicides, Treflan®, Avadex®, Sakura®,
Luximax®, and Overwatch®, applied in different combinations. These treatments
are being trialled across multiple wheat varieties. This Booleroo site also compares
seeder types, including a hybrid disc seeder, to evaluate how machinery choice
affects seed placement, crop establishment, and weed suppression. The outcomes
will guide growers towards best practice herbicide use tailored to local conditions.
Upper North Farming Systems would like to thank Matt Nottle and Dave Clarke
for the use of their seeders, and time volunteered, to sowing this site.

Barley TOS trial being sown

Western Sites – Port Pirie / Upper Broughton Region
On the Western side, three trials are being conducted with a focus on saline soils
and early-season weed control in barley.
 
Barley Time of Sowing in Saline soils

Two trial sites have been sown weekly with barley since 9 April, currently with only
9.4 mm of GSR, investigating how long seed can sit in saline soils, particularly
under dry or marginal moisture conditions, before establishment and vigour are
compromised. The trial highlights that dry conditions pose little risk, but partial
germination in marginal moisture can exacerbate salt stress impacts.
 
A second trial looking at seeding opener by row position, by speed and depth. This
demonstration will explore the impact of knife point opener type (paired row with
under seed tilth verse narrow band with no under seed tilth, with different pre-
emergent herbicides on the establishment of barley sown dry on a saline soil.

Third site
A third trial site was established comparing the use of a disc chain vs. a knife point
press wheel seeder to assess barley establishment and vigour on saline soils prone
to surface crusting.
 
Together, these trials aim to equip growers with practical insights to optimise pre-
emergent weed control while reducing crop damage risks, especially in
challenging saline environments. Thank you to Stefan Schmitt for development of
the concepts, sowing and management of these sites.

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RiskWi$e - A farmers's perspective

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Transition ewes from containment
to paddocks for lambing

Containment feeding has been a common practice across much of SA this year,
with benefits including retaining ground cover and managing ewe body condition
scores. Industry best practice recommends releasing ewes from containment
prior to lambing and this year, many ewes are being transitioned to paddocks with
little to no pasture. A poorly managed transition out of containment can result in
health issues, mismothering and increased ewe and lamb mortality. For these
reasons, careful planning and preparation are critical to a smooth transition and
lambing success.
 
Challenges of Lambing in Containment
Lambing in containment can prove extremely challenging for many producers,
with industry recommendations to avoid doing so where possible.
 
Ewes require significantly more space and privacy for lambing to reduce mis-
mothing and lamb losses. Other challenges of lambing in containment are the
spread of diseases such as campylobacter and shelter. For these reasons, better
results are often obtained by lambing out of the containment pens.
Timing of transition
 
Careful timing is required when releasing ewes from containment for lambing. If a
paddock with some feed has been set aside, releasing ewes too early can lead to
this being utilised before lambing starts. Conversely, releasing ewes too close to
the point of lambing can cause unwanted stress and induce pregnancy toxaemia
and deaths.
 
Any handling in the last four weeks of pregnancy can put ewes at risk, with this
risk increasing the closer ewes are to their lambing date. The longer the distance
the ewes are to be walked or trucked, the higher the risk and the earlier they
should be released.
 
Dietary Management
Energy requirements of ewes increase in the last two months of pregnancy but
spike dramatically after lambing. By the time of peak lactation, energy
requirements can be two to three times higher than that of a dry ewe. For this
reason, it is important that a quality feed is available and enough is being fed to
meet these higher requirements.
 
If the feeding method to be used in the paddock will differ from that used in
containment, transition ewes onto this change. For example, ewes that have been
trail fed in containment but are expected to use self-feeders in the paddock should
be inducted onto them.
 
Keep feed sources the same where possible, including mineral supplements. If a
change is required, try to make this transition more gradual rather than a sudden
change. This allows time for the rumen microbes to adapt and reduces the risk of
digestive problems.
 
Transition from containment onto any green feed poses a high risk challenge. It is
best to contact your livestock advisor or nutritionist on how best to plan for this.
 
Summary
The transition out of containment for lambing is an event which should be
planned in advance. Good management needs to consider not only management
of the feed transition, but also timing, animal health procedures and additional
management requirements such as space. Every situation is unique, so it is best to
speak with your advisor to create a tailored plan that works for you.
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Information about eIDs for sheep and goats 

Basic requirements

1. Property identification code (PIC).
2. eID tags – NLIS-accredited breeder or post breeder devices.
3. NLIS database account – only a requirement for producers who conduct P2P

movements.
4. Scanning equipment – may be beneficial if you conduct P2P movements for

a large number of animals.

eID Rebate
A rebate is available for eligible eID devices purchased between 2023 and 2025 that
are not aligned to the NLIS year-of-birth colour system. SA sheep and goat
producers with an active PIC can apply for 50% of the purchase price (to a cap of
$0.95 GST exclusive) per tag:

2023 - Black, white, orange, light green, purple, yellow, red 
2024 - White, orange, light green, purple, yellow, red, sky blue 
2025 (until 30 June) - Black, orange, light green, purple, yellow, red, sky blue 

The rebate excludes:

Pink post-breeder tags, colours outside of the year-of-birth colour system
(for example: brown and grey) and non-NLIS accredited devices
Tags that align to the current year-of-birth colour that have had a point-of-
sale discount applied.

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 I’m a sheep and goat producer.
Do I need scanning equipment for eID tags? 

Sheep and farmed goats born on or after 1 January 2025 must be identified with an
NLIS-accredited eID tag before leaving their property of birth. These tags are
linked to your PIC by the tag manufacturer when you buy them, and you do not
need to scan and upload to the NLIS database when you apply them to your
animals.
 
As a producer, if you receive sheep or famed goats directly from another property
(P2P movement), it is your responsibility to ensure individual animal movements
are recorded on the National Livestock Identification System (NLIS) database
within two days of arrival.
 
Property to property (P2P) movements include:

Moving stock between multiple property identification codes (PIC), even if
you own both properties
Moving stock onto your property for agistment
Buying stock privately (with or without an agent)
Buying stock via an online platform (such as Auctions Plus or Farm Gate)

You are not required to scan and record individual stock movements if you:

Buy or sell at a saleyard – this is done by the saleyard operator
Buy at a public auction – this is done by the selling agent
Consign to a processor – this is done by the processor

If you have a small number of animals arriving on your property, you might be
able to update the NLIS database by manually reading eID tags. Producers who
receive a large number of sheep and goats onto their property might need to
consider if they need scanning equipment, such as a stick reader, wand or panel
reader.
 
Eligible South Australian producers can apply for a 75% rebate on the cost of
essential equipment needed to conduct P2P movements to meet NLIS reporting
obligations.
 
The maximum rebate amount is determined by the average head movement onto
your property over the past 3 consecutive years:

Up to $500 for movements of 100 or less head of animals annually
Up to $2,000 for movements of between 101 and 5,000 head of animals
annually
Up to $20,000 for movements of more than 5,000 head of animals annually

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AgCelerate Financial Literacy workshop event recap
Facilitated by Paige Cross, Cross Country Management

The engagement of Cross Country Management was to provide Upper North
Farming Systems with a half day workshop in Orroroo on Wednesday 26th
March designed to help farmers in the area with financial literacy, understanding
their numbers and feeling in control of their business decisions.
 
The session was built on my AgCelerate coaching framework — focused on
business. strategy. success. It combined practical financial concepts with a safe
and collaborative space to challenge thinking and test ideas.
 
This workshop was designed around a fictional mixed-enterprise case study based
at Pekina, which I developed to ensure regional relevance and enable realistic
scenario exploration. The session was intentionally broad in scope — a deliberate
choice in response to the nature of the brief — to allow for a wide variety of entry
points depending on each participant’s current position. The workshop also
created space for participants to consider the strengths of their businesses and
articulate both their short- and long-term goals.
 

Workshop Content
 
The four-hour workshop was structured into three core parts:
 
1. Setting the Scene

Reflection on the “why” behind farming — the values and vision that guide
decision-making.
SWOT analysis of the fictional case study farm.
Expense management, financial levers, and identifying opportunities for
improvement.

 
2. Business Scenarios & Decision-Making:

Goal setting using SMART principles.
Group exploration of four key scenarios: buying land, leasing land, off-farm
investment, doing nothing.
A rotating ‘bus stop’ activity encouraged deep thinking, collaborative
discussion, and a reality check on risk and reward.

 
3. AgCelerate Coaching Hour:

Conversation around hardcore debt, overdraft structure, interest timing, and
cost of capital.
Key financial concepts: equity, profit, gross margins, and benchmarking.

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UNFS Seeder Set Up Day event recap

Upper North Farming Systems kickstarted April with an exciting 50-person
attendance to our Seeder Set Up event held at the Booleroo Centre Sporting
Complex. Farmers, agronomists and industry travelled from across the region to
learn more about dry sowing, and listen to presentations from soil scientist
Michael Eyres, precision ag expert Jess Koch, and the main speaker, machinery
expert Brett Aspher.
 
This event was extremely relevant to the unfortunate dry season of 2024 and the
predicted dry season in 2025. Three seeders were brought in by local farmers Matt
Nottle, singe tyne, Joe Koch, double tyne, and David Clark, hybrid disk.
 
The morning kickstarted with an egg and bacon roll, followed by Michael Eyres
delivering a presentation about how understanding and managing soil conditions,
from structure and biology to sampling methods and seeder setup, can drive
better planting performance and ultimately improve crop outcomes.
 
Michael's key points included:

1. Soil testing needs a mindset shift: Instead of just testing soil to work out
fertiliser rates, we need to look deeper at how soil will perform under
seasonal stress. It’s about understanding how soil and plant interactions
shape yield potential, not just inputs.

2. Good soil management covers more than chemistry: Things like pH, salinity,
texture, compaction, porosity, and even soil biology all plays a role. A
successful crop starts with managing the whole soil environment, not just
nutrients.

3. Sampling methods matter: How and where you sample soil, whether in
layers, pooled from multiple spots, or near the surface, can change what the
results tell you. Matching your sampling approach to your management
goals makes a big difference.

4. Seeder setup affects soil throw and seedbed quality: Field results from the
Pocket Buster showed that increasing seeder speed from 7 to 10 km/h gave
a 12% boost in inter-row soil throw and improved the spread of fine and
coarse soil in the furrow, helping create a better seedbed.

 
Following on from Eyresey's presentation was precision ag expert Jess Koch who
spoke to the audience about how to approach variable rate fertiliser decisions after
a dry season. Her talk focused on making the most of the maps and data you
already have, and being smart about where and how much phosphorus to apply.
 
Jess's key points included:

1. Not every paddock needs the same rate – If you've got areas that
consistently underperform due to salt or other issues that can't be fixed with
more fertiliser, consider cutting back in those zones. That saved fertiliser can
be put to better use elsewhere.

2. Use what you’ve got – Even if you don’t have detailed yield maps, tools like
satellite imagery, soil colour, or good old-fashioned observation can help you
break paddocks into useful zones.

3. Super low or no fertiliser? Trust your tests – On paddocks with strong soil P
levels, Jess showed examples where growers used little to no starter fertiliser
with good results. But this only works when you know your numbers and
understand your soils.

4. Start simple – If you're new to variable rate or running low-input crops like
pulses, don’t overcomplicate it. Even going with a basic blanket rate can be a
conscious and effective decision.

5. Strip trials pay off – Doing small test strips is a low-risk way to test different
rates. You don’t need special gear, and the results can give you confidence to
fine-tune your approach in future seasons.

 
After Michael and Jess’s presentation, attendees moved outside to observe the
three seeder set ups on display and listen to in-depth information of each seeding
rig from their owners.
 
Brett Aspher, the extremely knowledgeable machinery expert, then spoke to the
crowd about everything to do with the mechanics and functionality of seeding
and the endless possibilities of seeder set up dependent on circumstance.  
 
Following on from the Seeder Set Up event, a video, created by UNFS, has been
released (you can watch the video HERE) and Brett has put together some
fantastic seeder set up notes which can be viewed and downloaded from the UNFS
website.

Climate risk - the tools at your disposal

Producers in the following drought impacted regions of SA (see map below) are
now able to get feral rabbit control through the drought support program:

Northern and Yorke
SA Arid Lands
Hills and Fleurieu
Limestone Coast
Murraylands and Riverland
Eyre Peninsula

Producers can get:

Free warren ripping completed by either a contractor, or landholder who will
be reimbursed for their time.
Free 1080 oat bait to be laid in accordance with the label, before and/or after
ripping.
Free calicivirus – if there are rabbits still susceptible in the area.

 

Funding cannot be used to purchase infrastructure, such as excavators to rip
warrens.
